What is our need?
On August 19, 2007, the members
of Trinity voted to purchase the
adjacent property and to enter a
capital campaign. After a visioning
process, the congregation discerned
that this new facility would expand
and complement current ministries.
Five areas surfaced as the primary
focuses:
» Dedicated youth space
» More extensive dedicated
music space
» Space for outreach ministry
» Potential relocation of program
staff offices
» Sanctuary restoration

What is our goal?

In order to meet these needs, our goal
for the capital campaign is to raise
$3,000,000. This money will be used
to retire the debt on the new building
($1,800,000) and to address the five

areas of focus related to our need.

What should a capital
campaign gift he?

“Not equal gifts, but equal sacrifice”
aptly describes our approach to
stewardship. While not everyone
has the same financial resources,
every person can discern their
appropriate sacrificial gift through
prayer. We encourage each member
to commit to prayer and sacrifice
during this campaign.

What is “Our Faith in Action”?

Our Faith in Action is a three-year pledge
program that enables us to reprioritize
and plan for the future of Trinity.
These pledges are gifts over and
above our support of Trinity’s regular
operating budget. This enables our
congregation to respond to God’s call
without compromising our annual
program budget. Three-year pledges
allow the project to be completed in
a timely manner eliminating long-
term debt. Through prayer and the
